Goodrich Golf Course is a gently rolling, challenging recreational course located in Maplewood,
MN. The 18-hole, par 70 course has water on five holes to offer new and experienced golfers a
challenge in a beautiful environment.

Goodrich's large practice putting green features a tiered sand bunker. Chipping and pitching
from a variety of surfaces and lies allows the serious golfer to hone his or her short game. The
quaint clubhouse, complete with full bar, has a 60-seat bar room and large outdoor patio, which
provide scenic spaces to host your golf tournament or event.

The following pricing structure applies to events required to have a minimum of 16 players. This
payment must be paid in one sum, and you will be required to pay for the number of players
guaranteed on the enclosed contract. If more than the agreed upon number of golfers play, it is
required that you pay for the extra players at the contract rate. You will receive the following
with the event:

- Assistance with format

- Flag events (Closest to the Pin, Long Drive, etc.)

- Registration Table

- Motorized Cart assignment signs if having a shotgun start (Must have names of all players and
tee assignments to the golf shop at least 72 hours in advance).

- Large score sheets are available upon request.

- Scorecards available in the golf shop.

Request Procedure

Please complete the Golf Event Day Request Form and return it as soon as possible to secure
your date. It is required that we have a signed, completed request form for all tournaments and
events. Request form should be returned at least 14 days prior to your event as the course may
become booked with public tee times or other events. If 2 different groups request the same
date, the group whose request form is received first shall have priority for that date.

Shotgun Starts

Groups requesting a Shotgun Start must have a minimum of 64 players for 9-holes, or 120
players for 18 holes, or agree to pay for a minimum number of 64 or 120 players. Shotgun
starts are available Monday through Friday at 8:00AM, and based on availability. Saturdays,
Sundays, and holidays at 2:00PM or later only. If having a shotgun start, you should provide
player names with their group number and hole assignment so that the golf carts can be
assigned accordingly.

Motorized Golf Carts

Motorized Carts will be rented individually on a first come, first serve basis. The event chair
does have the option to rent motorized carts for all participants (we currently have 70) and
distribute the carts as they desire. This fee will be added to the greens fees. In the event that
the tournament requires more than our 70 carts, the tournament chair may, in addition to renting
our 70 carts, elect to contract an outside supplier to bring in extra carts.

Food and Beverage Service

All Food & Beverages for your tournament or outing must be purchased from Goodrich Golf
Course or a licensed food caterer or food truck. Food and Beverages other that those provided
by Goodrich Golf Course or a licensed food caterer may not be brought onto the golf course
premises. It is against state law to bring alcohol not purchased from Goodrich Golf
Course onto the licensed premises, which includes the entire golf course, clubhouse,
and parking lot. Persons bringing alcohol onto the licensed premises will be asked to
leave the property without refund. Personal coolers are not allowed on the premises. We
have cooler bags that can be rented with a $10 deposit. Deposit will be returned upon return of
the cooler bag. Please contact Brad Behnke for menus and beverage options for your event.

Responsibilities of Golf Event Chair
At least three (3) days prior to the event:
1. Afinal list of participants must be submitted. Including patron-card holder names
and their patron-card numbers.
2. SHOTGUN STARTS: Provide list of names, group number, and starting hole number
of all participants so we can complete golf cart assignments.
3. All special events finalized.
4. ldentify representatives who will arrive at least 1 hour before the event to register
participants.
5. All participants must be made aware of the following policies:
a. Shirts and Shoes must be worn at all times.
b. All players must have their own clubs and bag.
c. State law prohibits outside alcohol from the licensed premises.
d. Personal coolers are not allowed on Goodrich Golf Course property.
